"Trees are Terrific . . . in Cities and Towns!"
Nevada Fifth Grade Educators, 
You and your students are invited to participate in the annual Arbor Day Poster Contest sponsored by the Nevada Division of Forestry and the Nevada Shade Tree Council, and nationally by the National Arbor Day Foundation and Toyota. Use the activities in this Activity Guide to both teach your fifth grade students about the important roles urban trees play in their community and to create posters that demonstrate urban trees as working trees by providing environmental and social benefits. One poster entry will be selected as Nevada’s State Winner to represent Nevada in the National Contest.
National Education Standards for fifth grade and related Nevada Standards in science, social studies, math and art are met by these activities and are described on the back of this page.
Prizes for Winning Students and Teachers
· Nevada’s first-place winner and three regional winners receive cash and awards.

· The state winner’s teacher, if elementary school teacher, receives a cash award of $50. Teachers of their school’s entry receive educational awards to use in their classrooms.

· If Nevada’s entry is selected for the national winner, the National Arbor Day Foundation will provide the student, parents and teacher an expense paid trip to the National Awards Weekend in Nebraska. Additionally, the national winner receives a $1,000 savings bond and their teacher receives a $200 check. Guidelines and Eligibility
· The contest is open to fifth grade students. Fifth grade youth groups such as scout troops, Latch Key groups and home schooled students are eligible to compete in the state contest.

· Each school must pick one poster to represent their school. Only one entry per school or group will be judged in the state contest. A poster to represent Nevada’s homeschooled students will be selected by the State Poster Contest Judges. 

· Use all or part of the activities and adapt to meet the needs of your class.

· Carefully follow the contest guidelines and rules (pages 21-23) in the Activities Guide. Only posters that meet these guidelines will be eligible to compete.
· Posters must be signed by the student, in the lower right hand corner, and depict the theme "Trees are Terrific…in Cities and in Towns! This theme must be written on the poster and spelled correctly.
· A school winner entry form (page 23) must be completed and affixed to the back of the poster. 
· Posters must be received by noon, Monday, March 9, 2009.
