PROGRAM INFORMATION

The Wildland/Urban Interface Grant Program provides funding for projects that reduce the
effects of catastrophic fire on Intermountain communities. For the Community Protection
Program, eligible projects are for fuels reduction on non-federal lands adjacent to federal
lands with a planned fuels reduction project pending or in progress. Specifically, projects on
non-federal land must be:

v' Adjacent to federal land (i.e. National Forests) where fuels reduction projects are
occurring or are pending;

v' The federal treatment must include a fire component, whether it’s prescribed burning,
treatment of slash by burning piles, etc.

v' The non-federal property must be treated prior to the federal project;

v' The federal treatments must follow the private treatments within a reasonable time
period (18-24 months)

The primary objective of the Community Protection Program is to minimize damage to private
property in the event a fire crosses onto private property from adjacent federal property. For
this reason, funding is only available for on-the-ground fuels treatment of non-federal
acreage. There is no match required by the applicant. However, because the focus is on
treating as many acres as possible with available funding, any match that serves to lower the
grant cost-per-acre is highly desirable and may make the proposal more competitive.
Applicants are required to work with local Forest Service personnel in determining where
federal treatments are planned for the wildland/urban interface and how to best coordinate a
project on non-federal lands adjacent to the treatment area.

	Text65: Upon receiving grant funding (July 2013), NDF will develop site specific forest management plans and/or prescribed burn plans. Once plans are approved (August/September 2013), clearances will be obtained for State Historic Preservation Office (historic/prehistoric artifacts). Upon clearance approval (October 2013), implementation will begin utilizing the Division of Forestry's conservation camp crews, staff foresters, log forwarding system, and seasonal fuels reduction crews. Private contractors will be utilized where cost effective and efficient. Public outreach programs will be implemented throughout the process to educate citizens and land managers.  Work will be completed by fall of 2015.

	Text67: Nevada Division of Forestry, Carson City Office
	Text68: The Mt. Rose Corridor project area is located in the southwestern corner of Washoe County, in the Sierra Nevada Mountain Range.  This vegetation type is characterized as Sierra Nevada mixed conifer and mountain chapparal.   The majority of land area is under private or County ownership and is bordered in the west by Forest Service (USFS) managed lands.  Approximately 40 percent of the water supply for Washoe County and its outlying communities rely on this municipal watershed.
The Mt Rose Scenic Highway (SR 431) traverses the project area and is the only highway between Reno and Lake Tahoe.
The Mt. Rose Corridor area is currently undergoing a significant change in land use and native vegetation.  The area is approaching a critical juncture as increased development, uninformed past forestry practices, drought, historic wildland fire exclusion and increasing populations of tree pests and diseases combine with frequent and increasingly difficult-to-manage wildfires to produce landscape-scale vegetation shifts. This project is aligned with established resource management plans and will continue a multi-jurisdictional approach to land management throughout the Carson Range to reduce the wildfire risk, restore wildlife habitat, and improve forest health along this expansive and important watershed. 
  
	Text69: In coordination with the USFS Mt Rose and Ophir projects, the Mt. Rose Corridor project will work to achieve goals set forth in the Nevada Community Wildfire Risk/Hazard Assessment and the Forest Resource Assessment and Strategy by creating a less fire prone environment inside and surrounding the area's communities.  In the West Wide Wildfire Risk Assessment 2013 analysis, the project area and all surrounding lands are rated extreme.  These goals will be achieved via activities such as public education, creating defensible space, firewise landscaping, locating fuelbreaks on contiguous properties in areas identified as critical to the safety of a community, timber thinning to achieve desired stand density index (SDI) and basal area, white fir thinning, dead and dying tree removal, brush mastication, planting green strips, creating shaded fuel breaks and planting resistant native trees in areas where dwarf mistletoe infestations occur.   In locales where broadcast fire can be re-introduced, prescription fire for fuels management, managed and applied by fire professionals, will be utilized to maintain area of native vegetation that are known to be adapted to a 7 to 10 year fire return interval.

NDF hand crews and seasonal fuel reduction crews will construct shaded fuel breaks and create defensible space. Trees and shrubs will be removed along roadways to improve access for fire fighting resources and egress in the event of a fire. These fire breaks will extend 30 feet from the edge of the roadway. The NDF Forester will assess forest insect and disease issues within project locations, and make the necessary recommendations to improve forest health. Hand crews will conduct timber stand improvement to regulate stocking levels appropriate for site carrying capacities. Traditionally, the wood from these fuels projects is piled and burned. With the utilization of the log forwarding equipment and the NDF's Forest Products Industry, the number of piles will be greatly reduced, benefitting air quality in the Carson Range.  Slash will be disposed of via piling and burning, or chipping. Other chips generated will be piled for use as mulch on State and County park land, or broadcast on site for soil stabilization and moisture retention.  Some of the trees harvested will be set aside as cordwood and moved to road sides and landings to be made available to the public. Brush will be removed by hand or with mastication equipment when applicable.  Public outreach programs will be implemented to educate citizens in the area. This will include property visits, as well as handouts and brochures advocating defensible space and wildfire awareness information.  

The NDF and the USFS will have combined wildfire mitigation efforts and landscape enhancement across a large scale, which will result in safer communities and a more educated public.

	Text70: This project complements existing landscape-level natural resource management plans and activities. 
-The NDF will be responsible for project design and management through all phases of the project, including coordinating work crews, mastication and log forwarding equipment, community and service forestry expertise, and monitoring.   The -U.S. Forest Service has advisory input to the project and will provide expertise throughout.  Contractors will be shared when possible to get the best benefit across jurisdictional boundaries.  
-Washoe County Parks has agreed to provide in-kind-match by recreation site closures due to hazards in public parks areas during management operations, and to provide expertise in the planning process, maintenance of treatment areas, and leveraged funds through staff time. 
-Nevada Department of Transportation will contribute leveraged funding in right of way treatments near the project areas.
-Truckee Meadows Fire Department will provide staff time in plan development and project implementation.  They will also work with NDF in educating the public.
-Living with Fire will provide the printed educational materials for landowners. 
-Natural Resource Conservation Service (NRCS) cost share will be available to any landowner with an approved forest stewardship plan.  NDF staff will work with landowners and NRCS in developing stewardship plans in the proposed area.  
	Text71: Landowners and County Parks will be required per individual agreement to maintain their own property for a period of 10 years.  Upon completion of the project, the Forester III, County Parks employees, and/or Truckee Meadows Fire Protection District will visit the site on a biannual basis for monitoring re-growth of trees, brush, grasses, to make certain the objectives of the project have been met.  If hazardous fuels are increasing in these areas, the landowner will be consulted, and offered recommendations.  The relationships created with new landowners will allow for greater opportunities in the future for project development.  Also, the educational programs (property visits, handouts, brochures, and training) will enhance the level of fire awareness and forest health for citizens living in the communities.  The Living with Fire program in Nevada has been a strong program as it is funded and created on a multi-jurisdictional basis in order to ensure the message is clear across agency use.
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
