Pre-Proposal Application

Applicants can request up to$300,000 per project

Applicant: state & local agencies, tribes, non-profits, 
educational institutions

Applicant provides 100% match (WSFM, LSR) or ≥10% 
match (HF-CP)

Funds cannot be spent on federal lands

Financial or in-kind partner leverage is important

Jan 2nd Announce Pre-proposal solicitation (LSR, WSFM, HF-CP)

February 9th Pre-proposals due to NDF (HF-CP), NDF Selects for full proposals

February 16th Pre-proposals due to NDF (LSR, WSFM), Final Proposal due (HF-CP)

March 2nd Pre-proposals selected for full proposal development (LSR, WSFM)
March 6th USFS announces selected HF-CP projects for award
July 1st HF-CP funds available for project implementation

July 11th LSR and WSFM full proposals due to NDF

August 1st Final WSFM & LSR full proposals due to NDF

September 1st NDF submits WSFM and LSR grants to west competition

October-November 
Western teams score applications (WSFM, makes funding 
recommendations to USFS (Washington D.C.)

December
Funding selection announced for LSR WSFM (funding not 
guaranteed)

2018

July 1st
Dependent on congressional  budgets, states receive LSR, and 

WSFM funding

July 15th
NDF and partner agreements developed and LSR and WSFM 

projects begin

(Note: grant dollars 
cannot be spent on federal lands. Federal projects 
can be used as leverage.)

ÁAddress local or statewide forest resource issues

Types of LSR Projects 

ÁAssess needs, develop plans (e.g., watershed action 
plans and Forest Stewardship Plans)

ÁProject activities should maintain and increase 
vegetation diversity and resiliency. Both urban and 
rural forests are eligible.

o Improve/restore forest health, air and water resources, 
riparian areas, wildlife habitat and recreation 
opportunities

o Reduce wildfire, noxious weeds, development pressure 
and impacts from undesignated recreation



Types of LSR Projects 

ÁAddress community issues such as stormwater, air 
quality, energy use, or invasive species. 

ÁWork with local and state governments to affect policy 
changes, develop plans, or conduct statewide training.

ÁAll projects should include outreach and education to 
relevant audiences:
o Landowners 
o Local organizations

LSR Grant Dollar Restrictions

Grant dollars cannot be used for:

ÁWork on federal land

ÁResearch

ÁConstruction activities - new or improved 
structures, roads, bridges and culverts. If these 
activities are part of the overall project, use them as 
project leverage.



Planning LSR Projects

What’s worked well: 

ÁHold planning meetings with potential partners.

ÁIdentify and discuss potential issues.

ÁFind out who is doing what, where. Identify gaps.

ÁSupport project with data, assessments, and maps.

ÁDetermine actions needed to address issues



Leverage & Partnerships

Partnerships are key!

Á Leverage demonstrates collaboration with other 
organizations. 

Á Leverage is defined as a financial commitment 
toward the costs of a project from a source other 
than the granting organization.

ÁCan be federal in source. Cannot be used as 
match/in-kind.

ÁCollaborators can provide leverage in project 
development and implementation.



LSR Pre-Proposal Application

ÁProject Overview
o Provide succinct overview of the proposed project; overview easily 

communicates the main elements and value of the project. 

ÁContext, Goals and Objectives
o Clearly identify priority landscapes and issues/opportunities to be 

addressed. 

o Address issues, opportunities and national themes.

ÁProposed Activities
o List and explain project activities that will be used to achieve goals 

and objectives. 



LSR Pre-Proposal Application

ÁDeliverable, Outputs and Outcomes
o What are the project deliverables, outputs, and outcomes? Outcomes 

and outputs should relate directly to proposed activities, goals and 
objectives. Provide quantitative measures of success.

ÁCollaboration
o Describe collaborative efforts in developing and implementing the 

project. List partners, their contribution and the value (in-kind or 
cash). The dollar value will be used as leverage in support of the 
project, more is better. 

ÁForest Action Plan
o Address how project relates to one or more priority landscapes, 

issues, areas, or strategies identified in the Forest Action Plan.



LSR Pre-Proposal Application

ÁScale
o Scale of the project is appropriate for the stated goals, objectives and 

outcomes including cross boundary goals. 

ÁSustainability
o Indicate how project will lead to specific, quantifiable, cost-effective 

and replicable benefits.

ÁImplementation
o Project implementation readiness.
o New project or a continuation/expansion of a current project.

ÁBudget
o Estimate project costs.

Western State Fire Managers (WSFM) & 
Hazardous Fuels-Community Protection (HF-CP)  

Grants

ÅWSFM and HF-CP Program grants-modify fire 
behavior, protect life and property

ÅNDF can submit 10 WSFM Grants

ÅHF-CP Program dependent on USFS regional 
funding



Fire Grant Criteria
C R I T E R I A

Hazardous Fuels -
Community 

Protection (HF-CP)*

Western States Fire 
Managers (WSFM)*

Project MUST be in CWPP Project MUST be in CWPP or 
Propose to Complete a CWPP as 
part of the project

Project MUST be adjacent to 
USFS project on USFS lands

Project NOT ownership adjacent 
specific

Project DOES NOT require
match, though 10% or greater 
increases chances for selection

MUST include 100% non-federal
in-kind or cash match

* All grant money is courtesy of the USFS



WHAT IS A WSFM or HF-CP PROJECT?
Is pre-determined and pre-defined in a CWPP

EXAMPLES

Ç Fuel Breaks

Ç Shaded

Ç Green Strip

Ç Forest Thinning

Ç Defensible Space

Ç Watershed Protection

Ç Etc.  



Who Can Apply?
Ç Any County with proof the project is identified in a 
CWPP

ÇLocal or state governments with proof the project is 
in a CWPP and they have capacity to manage project

ÇAny accredited non-profit or company with proof the 
project is in a CWPP and they have capacity to manage 
project

ÇLandowners that have private lands where 
community protection projects specified in CWPP are 
going to be implemented



Grant Dollar Restrictions

ÅWSFM and HF-CP Grants exclude:

ïIndividual homeowner defensible space

ïMaintenance on previous federally funded fuels 
projects

ïPreparedness and suppression capacity building 
(e.g. purchase of fire department equipment)

ïSmall business start-up funding

ïGIS/database development.
